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ERMOUPOLI

A beautiful town with prized neoclassical and industrial buildings and
monuments that testify to its glittering past and bygone prosperity while
endowing it with a timeless charm. Classic examples from that era are the
Town Hall, designed by Ernst Ziller and also home to the Pancycladic Ar-
chaeological Museum, the Cultural Centre (also on Miaouli Square), and
the beautifully renovated Apollo Theatre (Vardaka Square). Other fine ex-
amples of period architecture are the Art Gallery of the Cyclades, host-
ing temporary exhibitions, and the complex of the Industrial Museum (11
Georgiou Papandreou St, ketepo.gr), showcasing the island’s industrial his-
tory, which includes Greece’s first electric car, built in Syros in 1973. One of
the loveliest spots in town is Vaporia, a wealthy shipowners’ neighbourhood
with colourful mansions and the Church of Agios Nikolaos overlooking the
sea, instantly recognisable for its blue dome. Also noteworthy is the Church
of the Resurrection atop Dili Hill (on the right as you face the port) and the
Saint George Cemetery for its 56 grand mausoleums. The central market
on Chiou Street, with shops selling fresh produce, fish and traditional prod-
ucts, is always abuzz with life.

EATING OUT

Located in a 150-year-old building, Oneiro (Vardaka Sq, tel. 22810-79.416)
serves delicious giouvetsi (beef stew with orzo pasta) and pastitsio (haked
pasta dish with ground beef and béchamel sauce) against a jazz backdrop.
Archondariki tis Maritsas (8 Roidi St, tel. 22810-81.744) makes an excel-
lent baked leek casserole and glazed suckling pig with honey and fennel.
Ithaki tou Ai (Klonos & 1 Stefanou St, tel. 22810-82.060) dishes up superh
pork cooked in wine and parsley fritters. Limani (60 Ethnikis Antistaseos St,

What makes Easter on Syros
different from anywhere
else is that the island’s two
Christian communities,
Orthodox and Catholic,
celebrate together. The
processions of the Catholic
biers set out from the
churches of Saint George
and Evangeliston, then the
Orthodox ones appear from
the Metamorphosis, Kimisis
tis Theotokou and Agios
Nikolaos churches. They all
come together at Miaouli
Square for what is an awe-
inspiring ceremony. On the
morning of Holy Saturday,
there are Orthodox festivities
on Vrontado Hill, while shortly
after midnight, the Catholics
parade a statue of Christ in
a glass case adorned with
flowers.

tel. 22810-85.809) serves very tasty fried shrimp and grilled octopus. Tar-
sanas (13 Iroon Polytechniou St, tel. 22810-77.667) is an ouzeri whose stand-
out dishes include puréed yellow split peas with smoked herring, baked egg-
plant with yoghurt sauce, and fresh seafood, with live rebetiko music. Mit-
s0s, in the village of Alithini just out of town (tel. 22810-88.253), serves the
best grilled meat and has wonderful views.

COFFEE & DRINKS

Bar-restaurant Elia (32 Chiou St) is located in a renovated mansion and has
a great amhbience. Kouchico (Roidi & Souri St) makes exemplary cocktails,
while the Mammo Wine & Food Bar (38 Akti Petrou Ralli St) offers an ex-
tensive wine list. Classic drinks and beverages are served at Café Greco (9
Parou St), the old-school Megaron café (35 Protopapadaki St), housed in a
1874 building, and Ellinike Kafeneio (K. Karamanli St). Peiramatiko (Mi-
aouli Sq) and Barola (40 Akti Petrou Ralli) attract a younger crowd.

SHOPPING

A stop at the age-old Prekas grocery (4 Chiou St) is a must. If it's Syros’ fa-
mous loukoumia (fragrant, chewy sweets) or halvadopita cake with almonds
and nougat that you're after, try Korres (29 Chiou St), Denaxas (52 Eth-
nikis Antistaseos St), Sykourtis (8 Mystra St) and Leivadaras (24 Ethni-
kis Antistaseos St). Find homemade marmalades at Arom (Stathi Mastora
St), and exciting new labels at the out-of-town Syros Winery, near Langada.
Pick up Syros’ award-winning San Michalis cheese (similar to parmesan) at
the Zosefinos dairy (Ano Manna). Goldsmith loannis Raisis’ jewellery store
(11 vyzantiou St) is one of the few locations in Greece where gems are carved
and micro-sculpted. Antiques and objets d’art can be found at Rafailos (11
Androu St), while the Stathepoulos bookstore and reading room (5 Proiou
St) is a treasure trove for readers.

THE MEDIEVAL QUARTER

Ano Syros was built by the Venetians in the 8th century and retains an air
of that bygone era in its maze of streets, arches and beautiful homes. One of
the best views is from Markos Vamvakaris Square, named after the legen-
dary rebetiko musician who is also the subject of a museum (3 Agiou Sevas-
tianou St), consisting of memorabhilia associated with his life. The area’s most
important monument is the Catholic Cathedral of Saint George, while the
nearby Jesuit Monastery is also worth a visit to admire the gorgeous
Church of Panagia Karmilou. For a coffee break with a slice of orange cake
and classical music, seek out Feggari. Lilis taverna (tel. 6937-210.837) is like
amuseum to rebetiko, while products from all over Greece are showcased at
the café-delicatessen Maison de Meze (19 Don Stefanou St).

TOURING THE ISLAND

Make time to visit Poseidonia (aka Dellagrazia), a seaside village with
dozens of neoclassical mansions, most built in the mid-19th century. For
mezedes such as parsley salad and calamari stuffed with feta and myzithra
cheese, head to the Melidron restaurant (tel. 22810-45.023), followed by
coffee at Kyverneio (tel. 22810-42.533). One of the best tavernas on the is-
land, Plakostroto (tel. 6973-980.248) is in the otherwise deserted hamlet
of San Michalis. It has a lovely view over Grammaton Bay and very good food.
After, visit the early Cycladic cemetery of Chalandriani and the prehistor-
ic settlement of Kastri.
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
